FEDERAL DEFINITION

An impairment in hearing, whether permanent or fluctuating, that adversely affects a child’s educational performance but that is not included under the definition of Deafness. 

LCSSU and its member districts rely on the expertise of professionals at HILIA to assist in all eligibility decisions considering the use of this disability.  HILIA professionals must be involved in all decisions to use this eligibility category.  School personnel assist in the collection of data to document adverse effects on academic progress and school supports needed. 

The student would be considered eligible for services under the category of Hearing Impairment if the evaluation meets the following criteria: 

CRITERIA
· Evidence of a hearing impairment. 

· Evidence of academic deficits casually related to the hearing impairment. 

· HILIA professionals have been involved with the decision to use this eligibility category. 

· The deficits are severe enough that the student’s educational needs cannot be met in regular educational program without special education and related services or the student will be at risk of further developmental delay.
